HAYLE HALL UPDATE: We have now received the
formal Quotes for this necessary work. As you are
aware, it is a ‘build to budget’ project using funds
specifically allocated for that building within our
parish. The competitive Quotes have come in slightly
higher than the architect anticipated, mainly due to the
demolition & disposal costs which have risen since we
started planning last year. Therefore, we have a
shortfall of approximately £10K, and so, there are 2
ways forward:

1. To further reduce the size of the building to
accommodate this shortfall, but obviously this is not the
preferable option. OR:

2. To ask one final time, that if any parishioners who have
not yet considered giving to this project, to now make an
offer to achieve the shortfall.

This could be done in a couple of ways:

1 qift of approx £8k that was Gift-Aided would cover it; OR,
Several gifts amounting to the same figure if Gift-Aided. If
not Gift-Aided, we require £10K.

We obviously need a firm decision about this funding
by the 12™ March to prevent delay on the build,
scheduled for after Easter this year.

A lot of work has gone on behind the scenes to get the
new facilities this far — over to you now, to make it work.
Thanks to those who have already given or pledged.
